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Audition Fee Waiver Scheme 
 

Certificate of Higher Education (CertHE) in Contemporary Dance and  

BA (Hons) Dance (Contemporary) 
 
NSCD is an affiliate of The Conservatoire for Dance and Drama who offer a number of audition fee waivers, 

to undergraduate applicants from UK with low household income, who may not otherwise be able to make 

an application. Please note that fee waiver places are limited and offered on a first come basis by CDD.   

 

Am I eligible for a fee waiver? 

You must meet all of the following essential criteria to be eligible for a free audition: 

 You are a current UK Resident 

 You are applying to an undergraduate programme  

 You have no previous first degree qualifications  

 You have an annual household income of less that £25,000 before tax 

In addition to the essential criteria, applications will be prioritised for individuals matching one or more of 

the following criteria: 

 State school or college educated 

 Black and Minority Ethnic Background 

 Declared Disability 

 Care leaver 

 Estranged student 

 

Will applying for a fee waiver affect my application? 

Receiving a free audition or interview place will not affect your application in any way. The audition or 

interview panel will not know which applicants have received a fee waiver. Please note that we are only 

able to offer one free audition or interview place per applicant per academic year. You will only be able to 

apply for a fee waiver for three consecutive years, after that you will not be eligible to receive any further 

fee waivers.
